  has	
  an	
  invitation	
  –	
  from	
  the	
  chocolate	
  industry.	
  
	
  
Shady	
  Chocolate	
  is	
  a	
  daring	
  and	
  critical	
  investigative	
  documentary	
  film	
  that	
  seeks	
  the	
  truth	
  about	
  
the	
  chocolate	
  that	
  we	
  all	
  enjoy.	
  	
  
	
  
Back	
  in	
  2010	
  the	
  director	
  Miki	
  Mistrati	
  exposed	
  child	
  labor	
  and	
  trafficking	
  of	
  children	
  in	
  the	
  Ivory	
  
Coast	
  in	
  the	
  documentary	
  ‘The	
  Dark	
  Side	
  of	
  Chocolate’.	
  The	
  documentary	
  film	
  was	
  broadcast	
  in	
  
more	
  than	
  25	
  countries	
  and	
  has	
  won	
  several	
  prices.	
  But	
  that	
  was	
  just	
  the	
  beginning.	
  
	
  
Now,	
  in	
  2012	
  consumers	
  all	
  over	
  the	
  world	
  now	
  demand	
  chocolate	
  free	
  from	
  child	
  labor	
  –	
  and	
  the	
  
chocolate	
  industry	
  has	
  answered	
  by	
  scaling	
  up	
  their	
  efforts	
  to	
  eliminate	
  child	
  labor	
  in	
  their	
  supply

Or	
  at	
  least	
  that
